Indiana: 
    • Each horse must test negative for EIA within 12 months of the date of exhibition. Each horse  
must be accompanied by an official certificate of veterinary inspection that indicates the date and results of the EIA test.
NOTE: Suckling foals that are accompanied by their dam, when the dam has tested negative for EIA within the last twelve months, are exempt from the EIA testing requirement.
