RELEASE DATE - Sunday, after Fair, 3 p.m. to 5 p.m. All exhibits and premiums must be claimed at this time.
Other Specific Requirements
1.	Read Rules and Regulations in fair book.
2.	All entries in Horticulture building must be grown by the exhibitor except potted materials and vegetable creation class. Potted materials should be in exhibitor’s possession 60 days prior to the fair.
3.	No entries from anyone under 3 years of age.
4.	Entries will not be accepted for articles for which there is not a classification.
5.	Entries from professionals and shop owners will be disqualified. Refers to design classes.
6.	Only one entry per person per class.
7.	Any removal of exhibits before the release date will forfeit premiums on same.
8.	Exhibits registered in incorrect classes may be changed to the correct class by authorized individuals, including the judge.
Artistic Classes
Market Basket Class
Exhibit should include at least 5 vegetable, fruits, and/or a mixture of vegetables and fruit. When exhibiting in this class, use the same number of required items on following pages for your display basket. Judged on quality, uniformity and presentation. Champion entry will receive a preselected Merchandise Award from Schneider Nursery, Inc. First, second and third places will receive $5, $3,
$2, respectively.
Vegetable Creations
The use of a minimum of vegetables, fruits, nuts, grains and/or flowers to create a novelty person or animal figure, but not the use of a vegetable, such as potato, which has grown naturally to look like an animal or person with other vegetables added. To be judged on originality and creativity. Champion entry will receive a preselected Merchandise Award. First, second and third places will receive $10, $8, $7.
Scarecrow Contest
1.	No molded or pre-finished form.
